GMATS to host Rail Road Operations and Intermodal Management Course 
for Nigeria 

 The U.S. Department of Transportation (Office of International Affairs) has 
been engaged with the Nigerian Ministry of Transportation in a number of activi-
ties to improve and make more efficient the transportation systems in Nigeria.  In 
2001, GMATS provided a six week training program to Nigerian transportation 
professionals.  The focus of the course was port operations and intermodal manage-
ment.  

 Working with the DOT Office of International Affairs, GMATS has devel-
oped a new program:  “Railroad Operations and Intermodal Management.”  The 
program covers the following topics: rail management, rail planning, rail security 
and safety, intermodal and logistics management, modal and intermodal freight 
transportation, terminal operations, customs management, transportation finance, 
international deregulation of transportation, privatization of rail services, regional 
and global logistics management, management information systems, international 
transportation business development, intermodal transportation and logistics man-
agement systems analysis, and strategic transportation planning.  The program 
will also include field visits to rail facilities in New York/New Jersey, and Balti-
more.  This program offers real-world practices to rail and intermodal problems and 
issues.  Instructors at the Academy and senior executives of the U.S. Transporta-
tion industry will teach the courses.   The Division of Transportation, Logistics, and 
Management will host the course. 
 

 GMATS to Partner with ICAF 

 GMATS has met with staff from the Industrial College of the Armed Forces. 
In the spring of 2004, the GMATS Division of Transportation, Logistics, and Man-
agement will work with ICAF to design a one week program to be offered at 
GMATS.  Topics will include intermodal transportation, security, and port opera-
tions.  The course will be part of an ICAF master’s degree program in transporta-
tion. 
 

 FDNY/GMATS Leadership Institute Class 

 GMATS is working with the Fire Department of New York (and West Point) 
to develop a three to five day leadership program for fire officers.  The first program 
is scheduled for December, 2003. 
 

 Dr. Gary Lombardo Appointed to GMATS Board of Directors 

 Vice Admiral Stewart has appointed Professor Gary Lombardo, Ph.D. to the 
GMATS Board of Directors.  Dr. Lombardo serves as a professor in the Academy’s 
Department of Marine Transportation.

NORTHEAST Training Officers Conference at Newport, R.I. on Oct 16-17, to brief 
the Training Officers and Command on training opportunities here at GMATS.

 At the request of MARAD, the Nautical Science Division is putting together 
an IMO upgrade course to offer to Merchant Mariners wishing to upgrade from 
Third/Second Mate to Chief Mate/Master.  Under the new IMO regulations, this 
would be a requirement for upgrading.  The goal is to have the course on line for the 
second quarter FY 04.

Division of Marine Engineering 
 

Meeting with the Center for Naval Engineering in Virginia 

 The Navy is restructuring the way it conducts training. GMATS ME staff met 
with CNE to see what their needs are and how GMATS can assist. The Commanding 
Officer of CNE will be visiting KP in the coming month to determine GMATS viabil-
ity to the USNR training requirements of the future. 
 

Meeting with GE Transportation Systems 

 At the request of General Electric, GMATS ME Division will be submitting a 
proposal to train GE vendors on EMD 645 and 710 engines. Proposal is for 12 classes 
a year, 4 days in length for 6-10 people in each class. 
 

ConEdison Steam Program 

 At the request of Consolidated Edison, GMATS ME Division has submitted a 
proposal to train 25 people 2 days a week for 10 weeks. Topics will cover all aspects of 
steam generation for power plants for their low to mid level managers.  

 

Division of Research and Special Projects (RASP) 
 

 Indonesian Seafarer's Training  
 The group of 34 Indonesian maritime professors arrived in the U.S. on September  
27th.  (These professors come from the six government owned maritime schools in  
Indonesia.  They will be at Kings Point for six months of Instructor Upgrade Training.   
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For the first seven weeks they have all been together learning about the Academy and 
learning the basics of how USMMA trains midshipmen. The professors viewed the Acad-
emy from top to bottom, getting presentations by each department including Athletics, 
Shipboard Training, Library, Marine Transportation, Marine Engineering, and the Aca-
demic Dean.  Then they began taking basic courses such as SOLAS, Firefighting, Personal 
Survival, and Intro to Nautical Science to see how USMMA presents these courses to Mid-
shipmen.  Beginning mid-November, the professors were assigned to specific tracks of 
study: Navigation, Cargo Handling, Ship Operations, Marine Engineering, Electrical, and 
Marine Communications.  They will take "Train the Trainer" courses specific to their areas 
of study.   
 

 Staten Island Ferry Project 

  The New York City Department of Transportation has requested that GMATS con-
duct an assessment of all Ferry Operations.  The assessment will NOT include any analy-
sis of the recent Ferry accident as this is the responsibility of the U.S. Coast Guard and 
National Transportation Safety Board.  Rather,  GMATS RASP will put together a team of 
experts to review all Ferry operational procedures, assess human factors and all related 
areas. 
 

 Regional Intermodal Freight Transportation Study  

  GMATS staff recently returned from a three week research trip to eight ports in 
five Black Sea countries.  The purpose of the visit was to analyze ports, roads, railroads, 
and intermodal connectors in these countries and look into the transshipment of cargo 
through the eastern Black Sea, across the Caspian and to points in the CIS countries.  
Countries visited included: Turkey, Romania, Bulgaria, Ukraine, and Georgia.  The re-
search study will be completed by the New Year. 
 

 Division Manager Joins RASP 
  Brian Holden (KP’92) has been appointed Division Manager of the new GMATS Di-
vision of Research and Special Projects (RASP).  Brian returns to GMATS from two years 
active duty with the Navy following his recall after the September 11th attacks.  Formerly, 
Brian served as Division Manager for Transportation, Logistics, and Management.
